Screening with MFEA, Morningstar and Business Week
This exercise is to help you screen for mutual funds and also show that different funds have very different interpretations depending on the company rating them. 
 Begin this exercise by clicking on the link below into the MFEA screen. When the page opens put in the following criteria 

· In the first box Fund Type click on Large Value 

· Under Load click on No-Load 

· Change Account type: leave at all 

· For Minimum Req. Investment amount click on $1,000 or less 

· For the Morningstar Rating, click on Five-stars 
· Under Morningstar Risk click on Below average, then hold down the Ctrl+ and add Low (if you don't click on below average first you will not get any results as it will also show "all" plus others which is an impossible loop) 

· Under Expense Ratio click on 1.5% or less 

· Leaving the other variables at their default, click on Submit Search Criteria 

· Your page should bring up around 15 funds - Print this page for reference. 
· Now go into the link below for the Fidelity Fund Evaluator. 

· For Type of Fund : under asset class scroll to “Domestic Equity”. Under category scroll to “Large Value”
· In the next box leave at the default which is  "Show only Open Funds" and show only no transactions fee and no load funds
· On the Expense Ratio bar:  Move the bar to 1.50% or less
· Scroll down to  Morningstar rating: click on 5 stars then click on search 

Now look at the bars on the left hand side of the new page.  Click on Fund Management
· For manager tenure: move the left hand bar to 3 years 

· For the turnover ratio move the right hand bar to 100% or less  

· You should now have 7 funds showing on the right. 
· Which fund is on both the Fidelity screener and on the MFEA listing, give the name and symbol.
 

· Now go into the Business Week link.  When the page opens look for a box in the right had side that says Financial Resources and click on "Mutual Fund Scoreboard".  When this page opens put in the symbol of the 1 fund you found on both the MFEA and Fidelity screener.  You put it in the search box underneath the columns to display box and to the right.

· What is the Business Week (BW) overall rating and what is the Business Week (BW) category rating for this particular fund?
·  Send in an Email with the name and symbol of one fund that was found on both the  MFEA and Fidelity screener and the one you put into the Business Week search box?  
· Which of the 15 funds on MFEA has the best 5-year return and what is it? Don't confuse this with 1 or 3 yr. and be sure you give me the symbol. 

· Which of the fund has the best 5-year return on the Fidelity screener and what is the name of the fund, symbol and actual return?
· Which of the funds on the Fidelity screener has the lowest expense ratio and what is the name and the figure?
