The stock you will be using is PetMeds Express.  The symbol is PETS which you can enter in the Morningstar stock search box.

What is the highest price, in the last 10 years, shares of PetMeds have sold?  What is the lowest price in the last 10 years?  Give the month and year as well as the actual price for each.  (Use the graph on the left hand side, change it to 10 years and roll your curser over the high and low points on the graph.)

What are the Morningstar grades for PetMeds?

What is the market cap for PETS?  What are the Morningstar style and type of stock?  Under what industry and sector does Morningstar categorize this company?

In what city and state is the company headquartered and how many part time and how many full time employees does it have?  (Click on “more” under Company Profile on the opening page.)
5.
What was the annual dividend per share paid as of 8-11-2010 and how does that compare with previous years.  When did PetMeds start paying dividends?  (Click on “more” under Dividends on the opening page)
6.
Click on “Key Ratios” in the top menu.  What is the net income as of 2010-03 compared with the net income in 2002-03? Write out the number and be careful with zeros. What is the EPS for 2010-03 compared with EPS 2003-03?

Scroll down the page.  What was the ROA (%) in 2010-03 compared with the ROA in 2003-03.  What were the % net profit margins for the same years?

Click on the tab “Financial Health” under Key Ratios.  What is the current ratio as of TTM compared with the current ratio of 2003-03?
9.
Click on “Valuation” in the top menu.  What is the current P/E ratio, what is the forward P/E ratio and what is the PEG?
10.
Scroll down the page and click on the tab “price/cash flow” under Valuation history.  Does the current P/cash flow suggest that the stock of PetMeds is over-priced, under-priced or properly priced?

Now click on the tab on the top menu “Insiders”.  In 2010, how much did Menderes Akdag make in salary and how much in restricted stock options and other compensation?    Click on the tab under Insiders “Insider activity” what has Ronald Korn, director been doing?
12.
Now click on “Shareholders” in the top menu.    Scrolling down the page to Owner Activity, how many institutions own shares in PetMeds and how many mutual fund companies own shares?  (This is not the dollar value but number of owners.)  which style of mutual funds has been buying the most stock?
